· Questioning can be used to cause students to reason through problems and to put pieces of information together in new ways. 

· Levels of Questioning are part of the way we communicate with each other.  It helps you not only to read, but to understand and relate to what you're reading.    There's a difference between asking and answering questions.  It takes real understanding of a topic to ask a good question...a question that really makes someone consider and THINK.
