PUBLIC MEETINGS

All initial proposals of exclusive representatives and of the County Office, which relate to collective bargaining, will be presented at a public meeting. Copies of the proposals will be available at least one day prior to the public meeting in the Superintendent’s office.

When time allows and the topic is not urgent, such a public meeting will be schedule as a separate meeting immediately preceding a regular or special Board of Education meeting. If not scheduled immediately preceding a Board meeting, the public meeting will be schedule at 4:00 pm or later.

Posting

Notice of public meetings regarding collective bargaining proposals shall be posted for a minimum of 72 hours prior to the meeting date and time, and shall include the date, time, location of the meeting and the agenda. The notice will also contain information on how a member of the public may obtain a copy of the proposal(s).
Adoption of County Office Proposals

Initial Proposal: After the public has had the opportunity to express itself, the Superintendent at the conclusion of the public comment section of the public meeting may take action to adopt the County Office’s initial proposal.
New Subjects of Collective Bargaining: New subjects of collective bargaining arising after the adoption of the initial proposal shall be made public by a public posting at the County Office main office. Meeting and negotiating shall not take place on any new proposal until a reasonable time has elapsed after the posting of the proposal, so as to enable the public to become informed and to give input to the Superintendent.

Adoption of Agreement

Any new collective bargaining agreement or revisions to an existing collective bargaining agreement will be adopted or rejected by the Superintendent after a public hearing on the costs of implementing such an agreement.

Financial Reporting on Cost of Implementation of Collective Bargaining Agreements

The Superintendent and chief business official shall certify that the costs under the agreement can be met by the County Office during the term of the agreement. The certification shall itemize any budget revision necessary to meet the costs of the agreement in each year of its term.

Public Disclosure of Agreement
In a public hearing at a regular or special Board meeting the costs of the implementation of salary and/or benefit settlements with employee groups will be reported and the public will have an opportunity to provide input.

Information on the costs of salary and/or benefit settlements will be reported to the Board of Education as an information item and in compliance with AB 1200 requirements. Any necessary budget adjustments will be presented in accordance with Board policy.
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
