Ways to Respond to a Quotation

Adapted from HS Writing p. 391

Agree/ disagree:  

You agree or disagree with the quotation based on factual evidence. You must supply evidence to back your position.

React: 

You react to the quotation not only on a factual level, but on an emotional level, as well. It can be based on opinion, spiritual, ethical or patriotic beliefs.

Connect:

Find a similarity between the quotation and a personal experience, historical event or literary situation.

Interpret:

You rephrase the quotation in your own words. Explain the meaning and expand on it.

Compare/contrast:

Use with two or more quotes that share a theme. Compare/contrast the ideas.
Apply:

Describe how the quote relates to a work of literature, art, or popular culture.

Reflect:

Use the quotation to examine new ideas, question an opinion or re-evaluate your beliefs.
